Director's Report

James Spas, Director, reported that the first cutting of the clay berms has been completed.

He reported that, due to the tornado, there were some problems with the Bridge 3 Pump Station in Stony
Pointe Peninsula, which caused minor flooding. Mr. Spas will be meeting with the drain commission after
things settle down from the storm to fmd out what the problems are.

He also reported on the storm damage from the tornado. There was extensive tree damage throughout the
associations. All the associations responded by clearing off their roads to open them up for traffic. The
storm hit on Sunday and on Monday, the Resort began picking up brush, etc. and cleaning up the
associations. It is estimated that it will take about two weeks to clean up brush, etc.

Engineering Report

Dave Wehner, Mannik & Smith, reported that work is continuing in Zone 1. The contractor just started
drilling holes for H-Pilings and expects to gear up for production shortly. All back walls in Woodland
Beach have been poured with rough grading completed. It is anticipated that final grade will be completed
in a week or so.
